As a recitalist, Mr, Hu performed in such venues as

Stream Flows” in 1990. He has appeared either as guest
soloist or chamber music artist in such festivals as
Mostly Mozart, Marlboro, OK Mozart, Seattle, Grand
Teton, Kirishima in Japan, Casalmaggiore in Italy, and
Beijing where he performed with Fou Ts'ong, Martha
Argerich and Misha Maisky.
